1. AADHAAR verification:

» Candidates are advised to bring their AADHAAR Card as verification of the
candidates will be carried out through the AADHAAR authentication process.

> Initially, Biometrics will be done by taking the thumb impression of the candidate
multiple times. For any candidate, whose thumb impressions will not match, then
Biometrics will be carried out through the iris.

» If any candidate does not carry an AADHAAR card, his/her verification will be carried
out by other means. This will be recorded in the Exception Form.

2. Please download your Admit Card from the NTA website https://exams.nta.ac.in/CUET-PG/

3. Please check the Reporting Time at Centre, Gate Closing time of Centre, Date of Examination,
Shift and Timings of Test, Venue of Test following as indicated on the Admit Card.

4. Please check the schedule / Datesheet (Annexure 3) for the CUET (PG) — 2025 available on
the website https://exams.nta.ac.in/fCUET-PG/ and appear as per the subject(s) mentioned in
your Admit Card.

5. You should visit the Examination Centre, in advance and familiarize yourself with the location
and means of reaching the venue of the Test on time.

Before reaching the Centre, candidates must enter the required details, paste the Photograph,
and put a thumb impression at the appropriate place on the Admit Card. They should ensure
that their Left-Hand Thumb Impression is clear and not smudged.

Candidate must carry “Any one of the original and valid Photo Identification Proof issued by
the Government” — PAN card/Driving License/Voter 1D/ Passport/ Aadhaar Card (With
photograph)/ E-Aadhaar/ Ration Card/ Aadhaar Enrolment No. with Photo. All other
ID/Photocopies of IDs even if attested/scanned photo of IDs in the mobile phone will NOT be
considered valid ID Proof.

» PwbD certificate issued by the Competent Authority, if claiming the relaxation under the
PwD category. Candidates with Physical Disability are requested to report early for
facilitation during entry.

» A PwD candidate (having a physical limitation to write) who will be availing the facility of
Scribe will be allowed Compensatory/ Extra time of 20 minutes per hour of the
examination, whether such candidate uses the facility of Scribe or not.

» The facility of the Scribe, in case he/she has a physical limitation and a scribe is essential
to write the examination on his/her behalf, being so certified in the prescribed format by
a CMO/Civil Surgeon/ Medical Superintendent of a Government Health Care
Institution.

» The facility of Scribe will be provided to the PwD candidates only if he has opted for
the same in the online Application Form of CUET (PG) - 2024.

» The candidate had the discretion of opting for his own Scribe or to avail the facility
of Scribe provided by the NTA. Appropriate choice in this regard has been given by
the candidate in the online Application Form.

Candidates are NOT allowed to carry any other personal belongings including electronic
devices, or mobile phones to the Examination Centre. Examination Officials will not be
responsible for the safekeeping of personal belongings and there will be no facility.

Blank paper sheets for rough work will be provided in the examination Hall/Room. Candidates
must write their name and Roll Number at the top of each of the sheet(s) and must hand over
the sheet/s to the invigilator without fail, before leaving the Examination Hall/Room. Failure to
do so may result in a non-evaluation of your answers.
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No Candidate should adopt any unfair means or indulge in any unfair examination practices.
All the Examination Centres are under surveillance of CCTV and equipped with Jammers. Any
unfair practice including passing of chits will be dealt with punitive stringent action including
debarment in future exams of NTA.

To view the
question palette again, you can click on "< " which appears on the right side of the
question window.

5. You can click on your "Profile" image on the top right corner of your screen to change
the language during the exam for the entire question paper. On clicking on the Profile
image you will get a drop-down to change the question content to the desired
language.

6. You can click on o to navigate to the bottom and Oto navigate to the top of
the question area, without scrolling.

8. Procedure for answering a multiple choice type question:
a. To select your answer, click on the button on one of the options
b. To deselect your chosen answer, click on the button of the chosen option again
or click on the Clear Response button
To change your chosen answer, click on the button of another option
To save your answer, you MUST click on the Save & Next button
e. To mark the question for review, click on the Mark for Review &
Next button.

9. To change your answer to a question that has already been answered, first select that
question for answering and then follow the procedure for answering that type of
question.

Navigating through sections:

10. Sections in this question paper are displayed on the top bar of the screen. Questions
in a section can be viewed by clicking on the section name. The section you are
currently viewing is highlighted.

11. After clicking the Save & Next button on the last question for a section, you will
automatically be taken to the first question of the next section.

12. You can shuffle between sections and questions anytime during the examination as
per your convenience only during the time stipulated.

13. Candidate can view the corresponding section summary as part of the legend that
appears in every section above the question palette.

The question papers are bilingual except for Languages, M. Tech Higher Sciences, and Acharya
papers (except Hindu Studies, Baudha Dharshan, and Indian Knowledge System).
All question papers would test subject-specific knowledge. They would be bilingual in
English/Hindi except exceptions mentioned below.
All the M. Tech/ Higher Sciences papers will be in English only.
All the Acharya papers will be in Sanskrit only except Baudha Darshan/Buddhist Studies
ACQP04 and Indian Knowledge System ACQP09 which will be trilingual in
Hindi/Sanskrit/English and Hindu Studies ACQPO08 will be bilingual in English/ Hindi.
